Greece was made up of city 
states such as Sparta and Athens. 

In Athens they practised direct 
democracy which meant that 
everything was dealt with on an 
issue by issue basis. However, in 
Sparta their king ruled and there 
was no democracy. 
Although they were both Greek, 
Sparta and Athens were often at 
war with each other which is seen 
in certain Greek myths.

Gods and Goddesses

In Ancient Greece they worshipped 
many Gods and Goddesses. 

They featured heavily within Greek 
mythology and each held a 
different part of the world to be a 
God of:

➢ Zeus - King of the Gods
➢ Hades - God of the Underworld
➢ Aphrodite - Love and Beauty
➢ Athena -Goddess of wisdom.

Olympic Games

The first ancient Olympic Games 
can be traced back to Olympia 
in 776 BC

All males would be able to 
compete in athletic competitions. 
Such as: running, chariot racing, 
long jump, javelin and discus. 

These were held every four years. 
Some days over 40,000 spectators 
would watch.

- The theatre, alphabet and 
many English words 
originated from Greece.
